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BRONZ CAGI (MO. 3100-1100) EGE HAVZASINDA
GIRIT (MINOS) iLE KYKLAD KULTURLERININ
ETKILESiMI

GIRIS

Ege Diinyasi, MO. 3100 yillarinda tarihéncesi ¢aglardan ¢ikmis ve “Bronz
Cag1” olarak adlandirilan bir siirece girmistir. MO. 1100 civarinda tamamlanan
ve siklikla Girit ve Yunanistan igin gegerli olan bu siire¢; Kyklad Adalarinda daha
once MO. 1400’lerde son bulmustur. Ege Diinyasinda Bronz Cagi (MO. 3100-
1100) denildiginde Girit’te Minos Uygarligi, adalarda ise Kyklad kiiltiirii akla
gelmektedir (Tekin, 2011). Yunanistan’in siyasi sinirlari i¢inde yer alan ve kut-
sal Delos Adasi etrafin1 gevreledigi icin Kyklades/Kyklad olarak adlandirilan bu
adalar toplulugunda, ¢cok sayida ada bulunmaktadir. Kyklad Adalarinda Bronz
Caginda kendine 6zgii bir kiiltiir ortaya ¢ikmig olup, bu adalarmn kiltiiri; siklikla
Erken Bronz Cagma (MO. 3100-2100) tarihlenmekte ve bu donem kendi arasin-
da gesitli kiiltiir evrelerine ayrilmaktadir. Kiigiik topluluklar halinde yasayan ve
yasamini siklikla balik¢ilik, ticaret ve kiiglikbas hayvancilik gibi gecim kaynakla-
r1 ile siirdiiren ada sakinleri, canak-¢comlek yapiminda ve 6zellikle mermer idoller
gibi sanatsal faaliyetlerde oldukg¢a basarilidirlar.

Minos uygarligi ise, ilk saraylarm goriildigii, iilkenin monarsi tarafindan
yonetildigi, halkin siifli bir yapiya sahip oldugu, zanaatcilik, hayvancilik, ta-
rim ve ticaret gibi mesleklerin temel ugraslar oldugu ve duvar freskleri, ¢esitli
stilde canak-comlekler, heykeller gibi gorkemli sanat eserlerinin ortaya ¢iktigi,
Bronz Caginin Girit’te tezahiir eden kiiltliriidiir. Kyklad adalarindaki yerlesimle-
rin kiyilarda yer almas1 ve adalarin ticaret i¢in elverisli bir ortam sunmasi, farkli
cografyalardan gelen tiiccarlarin ve dolayisiyla da farkl kiiltiirlerin bulustugu
ve siirekli bir degisim icinde oldugu bir mekan olmasini saglamistir. Cografi
konumu itibariyle Girit ile Yunanistan anakarasi arasinda bir koprii olan Kyklad
Adalari, cografi konumun verdigi imkan dahilinde, Bronz Cagi Ege Bolgesi’nin
neredeyse biitiin uygarliklartyla bir etkilesim i¢inde olmustur. Her iki kiiltiir ka-
lintilaridan anlasildig lizere; Minos ve Kykladlar arasinda énemli bir ticari ilis-
ki bulunmaktadir. Bu ticaretin ortaya ¢ikmasi, adalarin jeolojik yapisi sonucu,
