Palyatif bakim ilk olarak kanser hastalar ile ¢aligan hemsire
ve sosyal hizmet uzmanlari tarafindan gelistirilmis bir modeldir.
Goniilli hizmet olarak dogan palyatif bakim modeli, bu yoniiyle
sosyal hizmet ile benzerlik gostermektedir. Son yarim asirdir me-
dikal modelin etkisinin azalmasi ve sosyal modelin etkisinin art-
masiyla palyatif bakim modeli gibi hasta ve ¢evresini ilgilendiren
modeller gelistirilmeye baglanmigtir.
