His work, which he presents as a solution proposal that points to
prophetic morality for social problems experienced cyclically, is
one of the rare books that has managed to maintain its current
value in this respect.

For example, Rumi, who stated that
his aim was not to tell poems or stories, first addressed those who
wanted to read the stories in the Masnavi as a warning; “Listen, it
tells us our situation, your soul is not distant or different from it”
clearly expresses its purpose.

Hasameddin Celebi, who wanted to write down RamT’s ide-
as in order to benefit from them in his absence, gave the pen to
Riami, who is the father of time, as befits his name, and thus, he
was instrumental in the emergence of this work that transcended
the ages.
