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GOKLU YETERSIZLiGi OLAN OGRENCILER

Coklu yetersizligi olan bireyler i¢in egitim, sadece bilgi edinmekten ¢ok daha 6te bir an-
lam tagir. Bu bireyler i¢in egitim, diinyayla iletisim kurmanin, potansiyellerini kesfetme-
nin ve bagimsiz bir yasam siirdiirebilme becerilerini gelistirmenin en énemli araglarindan
biridir. Ozel egitim yontemleri ve destekleyici ortamlar sayesinde, bu bireyler kendi hiz-
larinda 6grenir, sosyal becerilerini gelistirir ve 6z giivenlerini artirir. Egitim, bu bireylerin
toplumun degerli birer pargasi olduklarini gosterir ve yasam kalitelerini 6nemli 6l¢iide
yiikseltir. Bu sayede hem bireyler hem de toplum, daha kapsayic ve esitlikei bir hale gelir.
Bu egitim saglanmasinda en énemli rol de 6zel egitim 6gretmenlerine diismektedir.
